Dr. Chaman stated that AIDS awareness programs could help build a healthy and happy
society. He informed the attendees that, as of 2023, approximately 2.5 million people in India are living with HIV/AIDS, with most cases
in the 15-49 age group. On average, 85,000 new cases are reported each year, with Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra, and Karnataka being
the most affected states. Dr. Chaman highlighted that AIDS awareness programs are crucial not only for preventing the disease but also
for making society healthier and more conscious. He urged everyone to participate in these programs and spread awareness among those
around them. He also mentioned that the government and the National AIDS Control Organization (NACO) are actively working to
prevent AIDS and increase public awareness.



Dr. Chaman pointed out that the lack of accurate information and understanding about AIDS creates confusion and fear among people.
Awareness programs help educate people on how the disease spreads and how to prevent it. He noted that unsafe sexual practices, the use
of infected needles, and blood transfusions with infected blood are the primary causes of transmission.

Dr. Balbir Singh, Caretaker Officer of the Army Wing, stressed the importance of spreading AIDS awareness among youth, as this age
group is most at risk. He suggested that awareness campaigns in schools and colleges help young individuals make informed decisions.

On this occasion, NCC Air Wing cadets Muskan, Sejal, Dipali, Esha Bharti, Sanidhya Sharma, Akanksha Verma, and Muskan Verma, as
well as Army cadet Piyush, shared their thoughts on the topic “My Health, My Right” during the seminar. In the speech competition,
Cadet Muskan Saini secured the first place, while Cadets Esha Bharti and Sejal jointly won second place. Cadets Akanksha Verma, Piyush,
and Sanidhya Sharma shared the third place. In the poster-making competition, Cadets Sejal Thakur and Nivedita Saini achieved the
first place. Cadets Kavita and Rakhi earned the second place jointly, while Cadets Nitish Kumar and Nobel Thakur shared the third place.

The event saw participation from hundreds of cadets from both the NCC Air Wing and Army Wing, including Flying Officer Dr. Chaman,
Associate NCC Officer of the Himachal Pradesh Air Squadron, and Dr. Balbir Singh, Caretaker Officer of the Army Wing.
